PROTECT YOUR CHILD FROM ABUSIVE DENTISTY
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1. Never let your children go back for treatment with out you being present at all times.

(you may be told many reason, including breaking HIPPA Laws, this is false, insist on accompanying your child)

2. Your child should not need to be strapped to a papoose board, the correct technique to treat your child is called Tell-Show-Do.

Some dentists are strapping children down, putting hands over their mouths, then pinching the child’s nose so the child can’t breathe to make the child open the mouth in order to speed up the treatment. This is traumatizing thousand of children. It simply is unacceptable!  Children are being tied down for hours, wetting themselves, screaming until blood vessels in their eyes bust, throw up and come away with bruises and abrasions from head to toe.
3.  Papoose boards are for extreme cases, emergencies, or handicapped children only!  They also need to be modified for dental use with a special hinge.
4. Children have died; some have choked to death being strapped to a papoose board for hours at a time, they can’t tell the dentists the Novocain isn’t working, they are completely unable to communicate.
5. If they want to put crowns (also referred to as caps) seek another opinion, this is becoming extremely common when the children do not need them at all.  Baby Root Canals and Crowns are rarely needed.
6. Read the Consent Form Thoroughly, if it mentions restraints, HOME (hand over mouth) or HOMAR (hand over mouth airway constriction) leave that office.  Never sign a consent for treatment that is unclear as to the methods the dentists plan to use.
